Promoting Moral Development With Drama in Education
Pedagogy to Teach Moral Educational Picture Books

1. Introduction

Since 2017, the revision of curriculum guide in Early Childhood Education published by the
Education Bureau has added the moral development as one of the five developmental
objectives, comparing to the original “Guide to the Pre-primary Curriculum” in 2006 (The
Education Bureau, 2017). It can be seen that moral education was given a high awareness to

be promoted in every day’s teaching in early childhood education setting.

Childhood is the key period of human socialization facilitated by the acquisition of moral
norms (Molchanov, 2013). However, as stated in a survey conducted by the Hong Kong
Institute of Family Education (2019), 82% of the children were disrespectful. It reveals that
children’s moral behaviours need to be improved. Besides, 12% of parents interviewed stated
that as long as children have good academic performance, it is acceptable for children not
having good attitudes. This implies the misconceptions, neglect and ineffectiveness in

children’s moral education. As such, “children’s moral development” is set as the project focus.

2. Literature Review

2.1 Definition and theory of moral development

To design an effective program of moral education, theories in children’s moral development
were considered. Hoffman's (1983) moral socialization theory, a psychological theory, is

adopted in this project. It emphasizes the emotional factor and moral norm being emanated



from the self (Gibbs, 1991). Therefore, social-interactive learning process is important, rather

than unidirectional receive of concepts.

Moral development is defined as having the morality that a person’s view is perceived to be
the highest good. With morality, children are able to make judgement to their actions with
cognition to interpret a social situation (Kaur, 2015). Reasoning, self-control, problem solving
skills and adaptability are elements in exhibiting moral developmental components (Kaur,
2015). According to Bones (2010), The Character Education Organization has categorized
morality into six pillars, including respect, responsibility, fairness, trustworthiness, caring and

citizenship.

2.2 Current situation of moral education in Hong Kong

Aligning with the above theories, HK’s existing moral education pedagogies and curriculum
were referenced as well as to identify the gaps of moral education. The moral educational
picture books and lesson plans published by the ICAC is one of the teaching aids with story-

reading guidelines (ICAC, 2020). For instance, the books ({ERARVEGE) ~ (fRSE Fole) -

(RAEHTAETEFE ? ) illustrate moralities of empathy, discipline, and cherishing.

However, the resources only include picture books reading and verbal discussion which are
monotonic to some extent. UNICEF (2018) advocates learning through play for children to
explore the world. Therefore, the contradiction implies the first gap of limitation in content
and teaching methods of moral education. A more interactive teaching pedagogy should be

adopted.



2.3 Moral education in global context

Regarding the above-mentioned gap, moral education in other countries is referenced. Since
1902, educationalists in the United Kingdom, European countries and the United States
advocated the use of drama in education as the basis of “holistic education” (Tai-Chiung Cheng,
2003). According to Tombak (2014), drama in education allows children to express themselves
more comfortably and provides situations for making judgments, which aligns with Hoffman’s
theory. It constitutes to the foundation for a life with appropriate morality (Liu and Lu, 1993).
However, experienced educators stressed the limitation of adopting drama in education as a
teaching pedagogy in Hong Kong. It implies a gap in the popularity of drama in education

between the global and Hong Kong context.

2.4 Misconception among teachers on moral education

Concepts among teachers also affect the effectiveness of moral education. According to a
research by Kohlberg (2016), teachers are aware of moral development but unclear about
teaching subject matters in moral education. Kohlberg (2016) also stated that teachers
unconsciously view daily classroom management rules as children’s basic morality. It implies
the conflict between teachers’ acknowledgement of children’s moral development and
uncertainty in moral education. Thus, the third gap is the misconceptions among teachers
towards moral education. Regarding this, a concrete and well-designed teaching plan is able

to provide teachers with guidance in moral education.



3. Introduction of the program

The project directs to narrow the aforementioned gaps. In the project, “drama in education”
pedagogy is adopted to carry out lesson activities on the topics of “caring for others” and
“honesty” with reference to the “Six Pillars of Morality”. There are a total of ten lessons, with
25-30 minutes per lesson. The target is 10 K3 children from a local kindergarten (Rhenish
Mission School). Due to the pandemic, the lessons were carried out in hybrid mode, with 5
face-to-face lessons in January and 5 virtual Zoom lessons from late February to early March.
The ten lessons were designed with drama activities according to the storyline of two moral

picture books.

3.1 Teaching materials

Various teaching materials were incorporated into the lessons. The major teaching material is

two picture books namely {ZEIEBRAIF—RK) and (EFFEZEEE) on the topics of

“caring for others” and “honesty” respectively. (See Figure 1 and 2)

The first book is about the close relationship between Mr McGee and his animal friends, relying
on each other through hard times. The second book is about Little Boar facing difficulties
when helping his father to coordinate the bread shop, during that he had to make decisions on

controversial issues.

According to the storyline, 10-day lesson plans were written as the project output which guided
through the drama-in-education activities. (Please refer to Appendix 1 for 10-day lesson plan)
As the lessons were in hybrid mode, both physical and e-teaching materials were included. In
face-to-face lessons, picture cards and props were used, whereas in virtual lessons, PowerPoint
were made as e-teaching materials to incorporate the drama activities. (Please refer to

Appendix 2 for sample of teaching materials)

4. Methodology — Qualitative Data Collection

In the project, qualitative research methods were adopted for analysing the effectiveness of the

project.

4.1 Pre-test and Post-test

The first tool is pre-test and post-test, consisting of two parts, including situational questioning
session and follow-up discussion session. In situational questioning session, children answer
10 situational questions on an activity sheet in which they choose among three options in each
question by sticking a label sticker (see Figure 3). (Please refer to Appendix 3 for the
situational questions) In follow-up discussion session, children were asked the reasons for

choosing the answers, in order to evaluate and analyse their decisions in social situation.

4.2 Interview

The second tool is interview with class teachers, which were carried out before and after the
project. The main focus is to ask class teacher questions about children’s moral behaviours in
class so as to compare and contrast their performance in the project. (Please refer to Appendix

4 for the interview questions)

4.3 Observation and assessment methods

The third tool is observation and assessment methods. Anecdotal record is used as observation
method to mark down children’s reactions and behaviours in lessons for analysis. (See Figure
4) Checklist is adopted as assessment method to assess whether children display the drama
skills in understanding the stories. (See Figure 5) (Please refer to Appendix 1 for the anecdotal

records of lessons in lesson plans)

5. Discussion

5.1 Major Findings

After the project, it has achieved both the short-term and long-term objectives as well as
accomplished teaching objectives in every lesson. In the following discussion, statistics and

other records will be used as supporting to evidence the outcome and findings.

Children’s performance in lessons were evaluated in the following procedure. I observed the
children during lessons and wrote down in anecdotal records to evaluate the lessons. I made
reflection after each lesson and revised the lesson plan. Afterwards, I analysed the statistics
from pre and post-test as well as interview with teachers. Finally, came up with an overall
effect. I had reflections and insights on the project in three aspects. First, in aspect of teaching,
teacher-children interaction and teacher’s engagement are effective elements in drama in

education. At the beginning of the project, I did not include much demonstration or extended



questioning in lesson. I found that children might lost direction in acting out or cannot fully
express their views. After including my hands-on engagement in the activities, children had
more active participation and highly aroused their expression. Second, in aspect of children’s
development and learning, I reflected and discovered that children especially like the activity
with team work. At first, they might be shy in suggesting ideas, but in the middle of the project,
they proactively suggested creative ideas. I reflected that children explore the world with social
interaction, that their social skills were highly improved. Last, I reflected that the way [ adopt
“drama in education”, children’s interaction and moral development are inter-related. They

are crucial factors for effective moral education.

With these advantages and qualities, the project has achieved three outcomes. In short-term
perspective, first, it has displayed the effectiveness of ‘drama in education’ pedagogy in
teaching of moral picture books. Second, children have acquired the morality of ‘caring for
others’ and ‘honesty’. In long-term perspective, children have developed a positive attitude in

social-interactive learning activities.

5.2 Lesson Performance by Anecdotal Record and Checklist

With modification of lesson plan by reflections after every lesson and evaluation from
anecdotal records, children’s performance and outcomes of lessons will be discussed in the

following.

After the pre-test in lesson 1, lesson 2 was the start of the first picture book

(ZBELEFARBNIB—RK)Y . Throughout the activities, children acted out actions and

completed on the teaching props. They were able to build up an impression towards Mr

McGee’s gentleness as a zoo keeper.

In the checklist below (see Figure 6) which was filled in by observation during the lesson, child
8 did not really understand the story and occasionally being passive. I have reflected that it
may be due to the insufficiency in dramatic interaction. For instance, I could demonstrate the
actions to arouse children’s participation as well as to have more follow-up questioning in the

character’s perspective.

Lesson 3 and 4 included “group acting” activities, children cooperated well to act out. Children
acted as different animals to construct the “picture” of the zoo in “postcard making” activity.
In the anecdotal record shown below (see Figure7), children discussed together about the
characteristics of different animals, for example, a child said “turtles are not tall and crawling
on the floor with four hands and legs”. They were able to make use of their body parts to act

as the animals.

Children had “drawing” activity to think of the solutions to help Mr McGee. They were able

to suggest concrete solutions such as calling the doctor, visiting Mr McGee’s home. (See Figure

8)

In “group acting”, children further built on the idea, expressing that they would accompany Mr

McGee in doing things he likes and take care of him. It implies that children achieved the

learning objectives of showing care to others and expressing the ways to take care of others.

(See Figure 9 below)

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During conclusion session in lesson 5, children drew the most impressive moment in the story.
One child, who acted as penguin, drew the happy moment when Mr McGee has his animal
friends. (See Figure 10) From discussion, children were able to understand the importance of

caring for others and link to their daily life experience.

After lesson 5, children were assessed with the checklist again. (See Figure 11) Child 8 had

shown great improvement, implies child’s mastering of dramatic skills to facilitate learning.

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Lesson 6 was the start of another picture book {EFFEZEEILE) . In the “role play” activity,

when child 5 imitated the movement of a hamster, another child asked “is it a tiny little
animal?”. And child 5 gave a hint “the animal has brown colour hair”. It implies that children

could initiate and proactively engage in communication. (See Figure 12 below)

During the story turning point in lesson 7 and 8, children were to suggest solutions in helping
the main character. In a picture drawn by child 4 (see Figure 13), she mentioned asking other
animals to help so as to ensure the quality of the bread. Children also suggested that if they

were the animals, they would take the initiative to help the main character.

In lesson 9, child 5 mentioned inviting other animals to donate ingredients. After knowing
about the conflicting point of the story, the activities involved children to have conversation
with teacher to express how they regard character’s behaviours. Children showed disagreement
and discontent towards the dishonest behaviours. (See Figure 14) In observation from lesson
7 to lesson 9, it implies children’s utilization of morality in “caring for others” and

identification of “honesty”.

5.3 Pre-test and Post-test Result

The analysis made from observation could show the effectiveness of the project.

following, the comparison between pre-test and post-test result can serve as a statistical

evidence to prove the effectiveness further.

The pre-test was carried out in lesson 1. (Please refer to Appendix 5 for pre-test done by
children) As shown in the activity sheet, one of the children chose answer B in question 5. (See
Figure 15) When asked about the reason, he explained his mother mentioning that the
environment around the beggar is not clean, not to get near to the beggar. It implies the

misconceptions in moral values of the children. The lessons were meant to improve their moral

development.

The post-test was carried out in lesson 10 in virtual online mode, in which the situational
questions were shown in PowerPoint animation. Through children’s explanation, I found a
great difference from pre-test. They were able to use the morality of ‘caring for others’ and
‘honesty’ to make their judgements. The comparison of response in specific questions will be

detailed below.

There was a great difference in total number of correct answers in each question between pre-
test and post-test. Question 4 and 10 had the most significant difference. No one answered

correctly in pre-test while almost all children got the correct answer in post-test. (See Figure

16)

In question 4, 7 children chose option A and 3 children chose option C in pre-test. (See Figure
17) Question 4 is asking “whether to donate the favourite toy in toy donation activity”. In pre-
test, a child said he is not willing to donate and decided to choose a toy he dislikes, saving the
best for himself. However, in the post-test, the child explained that he thinks sharing the

favourite toys can make others happy and warm, and it is a kind of happiness for himself.

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For question 10, 6 children chose option A and 4 children chose option C in pre-test. (See
Figure 18) Question 10 is asking: “whether to tell mother about the hole accidentally made on
a dress by domestic helper”. In pre-test, a child said “because domestic helper told me not to
tell mother, and I am afraid that mother will scold me.”. Another child explained because
“domestic helper will buy toy for me, I don’t think mother will notice the situation”. Yet, in
post-test, the child said “even domestic helper tells mother about that, mother will not scold

her because it is just an incident. The most important is being honest”.

From children’s response, it implies their thorough understanding in the true meaning of
‘caring for others’ and ‘honesty’ as well as the abilities to apply the morality to daily life

situations.

In the following chart, it is analysed that each child has significant difference in total scores of
pre-test and post-test. It proves that children’s ability to apply the moral values to daily life

situations has been effectively enhanced. (See Figure 19)

5.4 Interview with Class Teacher

The interview result with class teacher also supports my findings. Teacher mentioned that after
the project, a child who was originally very self-centred just caring for own self has become
willing to get along with other children who are not really friends before. It shows that children
can apply the moral values daily. Teacher also mentioned that “drama in education” can arouse
children’s interest and all children were engaged in the lessons. (Please refer to Appendix 6

for the interview transcript)

5.5 Linkage to Literature Review

From the interview, teacher mentioned that the school’s original framework in moral education
was mainly in book reading which matches with the first research gap mentioned. With “drama

in education” pedagogy in this project, it provides me with a framework to let children express

themselves more comfortably aligning with Tombak’s (2014) statement. Children could make

judgements in situations with active participation.

With the effects from drama in education, children effectively acquire the morality of “caring
for others” and “honesty”. At the beginning, children were unable to show moralistic
behaviours such as not accepting other’s opinions, aligning with the survey result by the Hong
Kong Institute of Family Education. Through the project, children formulated the qualities of

reasoning and problem solving which help them interpret social situation in post-test.

When children engaged in drama activities, there was social-interactive learning process
instead of unidirectional receive of concepts. Therefore, it aligns with Hoffman’s theory that
children experience through the process. As a result, they establish foundation for positive

attitude in social-interactive learning activities.

6. Limitation and Suggestions

Despite the effectiveness of the program, there are a few imitations. The first limitation is the
mode of teaching. Due to the school suspension, the mode of teaching in the second half of
project was changed to virtual Zoom teaching. Therefore, I have modified my teaching plans
and materials, including e-teaching materials such as PowerPoints. The activities were
changed to individual act out instead of group activities. However, it resulted in limited direct
interaction and less expression through the screen. Also, children had less inter-personal

collaboration and I faced challenges in leading drama activities.

The second limitation is materials and resources available in HK. There are not many picture
books published in HK which most are from other countries. It is suggested to develop

publishing of picture books in HK so that the content will be more related to HK’s culture.
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7. Implication

In light of the effects of the project discussed and analysed above, it has given me inspiration
and implication for children’s moral development in the future. Moral development has an
utmost importance. A well-established moral development enables children to make
judgement to their actions to interpret social situations (Kaur, 2015). Therefore, moral
development should be given a high attention and not to be neglected in early childhood
education, as it constitutes the basis for children’s further growth and learning. Besides, the
project has implied that the pedagogy and way of teaching is an important factor affecting
education in children’s moral development. It is evidenced that instead of didactic inculcation
of morality concepts which is ineffective, hands-on participation and exploration should be
adopted as an effective teaching. Children are active learner and social-interactive learning
process is important to them as stated in Hoffman’s theory. Therefore, drama in education

should be adopted to carry out moral education to the fullest potential.

Nevertheless, the popularity of “drama in education” for moral education has to be increased
in Hong Kong to demonstrate its benefits. For instance, after my experience in the project,
hopefully there can be exchange of insights in using “drama in education” for moral education
between early childhood educators. Just as the conversation during interview with the teacher,
“there are various moral educational activities in kindergartens. If they can be acted in concert
with moral education through drama in education pedagogy, the activities can be more
purposeful”. Therefore, when teachers acquire a concrete direction in the way of moral
education, they are the most influential facilitator of children’s moral development to carry out

effective moral education in the future.
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8. Conclusion

My project aims at promoting children’s moral development with “drama in education”
pedagogy, to effectively coordinate with moral picture books. With the aids of lesson plans
and structure pre- post-test, it is hoped that children are able to have effective moral
development at their key period of huma socialization. I have gained a lot in the skills in
engaging children in interactive activities and significantly enhancing children’s moral
development. Satisfyingly, the research gaps were narrowed. In the future, hopefully, further
development can be made on the project to magnify the effects of the education on children’s

moral development.
